HOBAS Manholes and Tanks for water supply and water disposal can be manufactured
to the customer's specifications. Several special s tructures such as reservoir channels
or industrial tanks are available on request.

HOBAS also produces tees, equal or
unequal, square or angled.

HOBAS manufactures bends to
any specific angle.

HOBAS GRP Fittings are produced in
standard and non-standard forms to
customer specification and are availa-
ble for pressure and non-pressure
applications. They can be laminated for
connecting to all other pipe materials.
HOBAS Fittings are manufactured in
segments and the individual parts are
assembled with laminate. Laminate is
primarily used to ensure leak-tightness

and fitting stability. The joints are also
sealed over the entire surface for the
same reason. After the joints and surfa-
ces are primed, laminate is applied in a
manual fiber, spray or winding process.
Fittings manufactured this way achieve
a short-term ring stiffness of at least
SN 10000. In addition to standard
HOBAS fittings, cost-effective custo-
mized models are produced.

Pipe Jacking

smooth, non-absor-
bing exterior 
surface, tight OD
tolerances and lighter weight 
construction, HOBAS CC-GRP
Jacking Pipe Systems experience the
lowest jacking loads in the industry.

Above Ground

HOBAS CC-GRP Pipe Systems are highy resistant to UV  light, and are there-
fore often used for above ground installations. The ir high axial stiffness, 
their small coefficient of expansion and their ligh t weight enable a quick
and easy manual installation. Kilometers of HOBAS C C-GRP Pipe Systems
have been laid above ground, on pillars or suspensi on, e. g. for highway
and bridge drainage. (E.g. above HOBAS Bridge Drain age in Croatia.)

Relining

HOBAS CC-GRP Relining Pipe
Systems are being inserted in the
existing pipeline without digging a
trench. Due to the smooth inner 
surface and the thin but strong wall
thickness, the reduction in the 
diameter means virtually no loss 
in flow-through. The easy spigot 
and socket joint with the HOBAS
Sealtight Coupling allows the
installation of pipes up to 70 m 
a day.

Open Cut

HOBAS CC-GRP Pipe Systems,
having a lower weight than
most other pipe materials and
being supplied at a standard
length of 6 meters, enable a
very efficient and cost-saving
process of installation. The
compact pipe wall, resulting in
an optimum ratio of inner and
outer diameter, causes a smal-
ler trench width and an easier
cutting of the pipes on site.

· High Corrosion Resistance

HOBAS CC-GRP Pipe Systems show
an outstanding corrosion resistance
to aggressive media, salt water,
aggressive soils, biological attack
and solvents in a wide temperature
range.

· Reduction of Costs

The standard length of 6 meters
and the reduced outer diameter
compared to a bigger inner 
diameter significantly reduce 
installation costs, especially for
trenchless applications. Due to their
light weight, HOBAS CC-GRP Pipe
Systems allow the nesting of small
diameter pipes inside bigger ones.
This all results in lower transporta-
tion costs.

· Simple Jointing

The HOBAS Sealtight Coupling
being mounted on every pipe in the
factory allows simple jointing on
the site. No welding or special
equipment is needed.

· Easy to Cut:

The centrifugally cast compact pipe
wall of HOBAS CC-GRP Pipe
Systems allow the pipe to be cut
with standard tools on site and 
joined anywhere along its 6 meters
length.

· Low Maintenance Costs

Due to their smooth wall surface
HOBAS CC-GRP Pipe Systems show
an excellent coefficient of friction
resulting in significantly lower
maintenance costs and much lower
loss in flow-through.

The smooth outer diameter allows
lower forces to insert HOBAS

used for above ground installations.
